The church, school, and
parsonage were built in 1874.
The congregation joined the
Evangelical Synod of North
America in 1881. Notable
are the Victorian
Gothic/Romanesque church’s
fine proportions, slate-roofed
steeple, corbeled tower (which houses a 19th
century bell), and the stone name plate above the
main entrance.
